The 4-Way Test had
been developed in the 1930s by Herbert J. Taylor (RI President, 1954-55). 1t
gave Rotarians a way to assess whether their personal and business dealings were
being conducted with truth, fairness, goodwill, and decency.

THE FOUR WAY TEST
1. Is it the TRUTH? 2. Is it FAIR to all concerned?

3. Will it build GOODWILL and BETTER FRIENDSHIPS?
4. Will it be BENEFICIAL to all concerned?
